The Hamilton Steelhawks captured the third spot edging out host team the Mississauga Lightning 1-0. This year’s competition was one of the best with closer games, and more players getting on the scoreboard than ever before! What was the difference? As in past years, organizers of the tournament are always looking for ways to improve the sport, the competition and the experience for the athletes. At this years tournament there was a “one goal per player per game” rule that was extremely well received by coaches and more importantly players alike! Athletes loved that fact that the best player on the team had to pass the puck to them, because a second goal would not show up on the scoreboard! The results, over 66% of the games were decided by 3 goals or less! After 972 minutes of floor hockey, there was only one thing left to do: Awards! It is a tradition at the Mississauga tournament to reward all the athletes. ‘Let me win’…and you get another game, ‘but if I cannot win, let me be brave in the attempt’… and you will get an award! Congratulations athletes for all of your hard work!

With all this excitement tournament organizers were ecstatic that every game went off on time and without a hitch. The volunteers, made up mostly of Mississauga parents and family members, along with Scotia Bank – Sheridan Branch’s staff, led by Manager Dave Dickie, made sure the tournament was a success. A big thank you must go out to Scotia Bank, who have supported this tournament when it was a small 9-team affair, all the way to what it has become today – One of the Countries LARGEST Special Olympics events!
